What is the Fortnight for Freedom? Each year dioceses around the country arrange 
special events to highlight the importance of defending religious freedom. The 
 Fortnight for Freedom is from June 21ðthe vigil of the Feasts of St. John Fisher 
and St. Thomas Moreðto July 4, Independence Day, 7pm each evening except  
Saturday which will be after 5:00 p.m. Mass 
 
Culminating on Independence Day, the Fortnight for Freedom is a period of prayer, 
study, catechesis and public action that emphasizes the Christian and American  
heritage of liberty. 
 
 The theme for this yearôs Fortnight is ñWitnesses to Freedom.ò Each evening at St. 
Francis, we will be lifting up for reflection the stories of 14 women and men-one for 
each day-who bear witness to freedom in Christ, such as Oscar Romero, the Little 
Sisters of the Poor, the Martyrs of Compi¯gne, and the Coptic Christians who were 
killed by ISIS last year.  
 
In short, by pondering the lives of these exemplary Christian witnesses, we can 
learn much of what it means to follow Jesus Christ in todayôs challenging world. 
Reflecting on the lives of these great men and women can show us how we might 
serve as witnesses to freedom today.  

We can emulate this in our work today to promote religious freedom in the U.S., as 
it is of a piece with our efforts to contribute to the good of all Americans.  We are 
dedicated to protecting and building up civil society precisely so that we-and so 
many others-may remain free to provide education, to care for the sick, the poor, 
and the migrant.  
 
The witnesses remind us as well that the struggle for religious freedom is not 
new.  In the history of the Church, both globally and in the United States, religious 
freedom disputes have arisen frequently. 

And if following that call means that we are occasionally at odds with the 
 government or the ambient culture, we can be assured that the power of the Holy 
Spirit will buoy us in times of trouble. 
 
Our challenges did not begin with a particular government regulation or Supreme 
Court decision; they began instead when our capacity for knowing the truth and 
loving the good were damaged in a fall.  All people overstep their bounds from time 
to time, and the people who establish and run governments are no different. 

We pray that over these two weeks, the grace of God will help us to grow in  
wisdom, courage, and love, that we too might be faithful witnesses to freedom. 
 
Is our most cherished freedom truly under threat? Sadly, it is. This is not a 
 theological or legal dispute without real world consequences. Consider the  
following laws changing in the areas of: HHS mandate for contraception,  
sterilization, abortion-inducing drugs, state immigration laws, altering church 
 structure and governance, Christian students on campus, catholic foster care and 
adoption services, discrimination against small church congregations, and 
discrimination against Catholic humanitarian services.

The Church equips its members to address political questions by helping them develop well-formed con-
sciences.  ñConscience is a judgment of reason whereby the human person recognizes the moral quality of 
a concrete acté(Every person) is obligated to follow faithfully what he or she knows to be just and 
rightò (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no.1778). We Catholics have a lifelong obligation to form out 

consciences in accord with human reason, enlightened by the teaching of Christ as it comes to us through the Church.
